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2, OAFETY RULES

e Be careful against danger of entrapment while attaching/detaching the chissel plough to/from the tractor; do not stand between the chissel plough
and tractor

* Do not move the tractor without being sure that chissel plough is completely attached to the tractor, and it is completely detached from tractor while
detaching.

e Do not carry people or loads on the chissel plough.

e While the chissel plough is transported on the road, the tractor hydraulics should be in the locked position.

e When the chissel plough is elevated, do not stand under it.

e Be careful against the pointed and sharp edges on the chissel plough.

e Front hydraulic selector should be in position control while attaching/detaching the chissel plough, in draw control during operation and in locking
position during transportation.

e Be careful against danger of tipping over of the tractor while working on sloping lands.

e While turning, maximum area to which the chissel plough can reach should be considered.

e |f the chissel plough is to be transported at long distances, it should be transported on the trailer.

e The chissel plough should be loaded and unloaded with a hoist or crane when loaded on the trailer and unloaded from the trailer.

e Attachment/detachment of the chissel plough should be carried out with a helper if possible, if not, apply handbrake while getting off the tractor.

e While transporting the chissel plough on the highways, observe applicable traffic rules and be more careful.

e |f any maintenance or repairs are to be made on the chissel plough, the necessary safety precautions should be taken.

2.7. POINTS TO CONSIDER WHILE SELECTING CHISSEL PLOUGH

e The power of the tractor to be used must match the power requirement of the chissel plough.
e The soil structure where the chissel plough will be used should be considered.

2.2. GENERAL RULES TO BE OBSERVED

e \While selecting chissel plough, take into account the tractor power and the soil structure, where the chissel plough will be used.
e Move slowly and carefully under poor land and road conditions.

e Do not use the chissel plough for root removal, rock removal, etc. on the land, use only for ploughing.

e Do not make any maneuver while the chissel plough is inside the soil.

e Do not attach additional non-original equipment to the chissel plough.

e Never perform welding on the chissel plough, replace the damaged part with an original one.

3.1. TRACTOR PREPARATION

1. Left lower link arm height adjustment mechanism

e Air in the right and left wheels of the tractor should be adjusted equally.

e Right and left link arms of the tractor must be adjusted to equal height from the ground.

e Attach sufficient load to the front wheels of the tractor, or to the front load attachment location, if any (Refer to the tractor operating manual).

e |f there is a possibility for tow hook or dovetail to block the chissel plough, shift it to the side, or remove them if necessary (Refer to the tractor
operating manual).

e To prevent skidding, you can attach load to the rear wheels of the tractor or fill water (Refer to the tractor operating manual).

e Wheel air may be 1-2 pound(s) lower than the normal to prevent skidding during leveling.

3.2. ASSEMBLY OF THE CHISEL PLOUGH TO THE TRACTOR

e Shift the hydraulic front selector to “POSITION CONTROL”.

e Take the tractor closer to the chissel plough properly.

e |f one of the tractor lower link arms is adjusted and the other is not, insert the unadjusted lower link arm, adjusted lower link arm and finally the upper
link arm respectively, and secure them with safety pin. If both link arms are adjusted, it is not important which one is attached first.

e While the chissel plough is working, tensioning chains or tensioning mechanisms of the link arms are adjusted neither too tight nor too loose.

e Do not move the tractor without being sure that the chissel plough is completely fixed to the tractor and the necessary precautions are taken.

3. ot TINGS

3.3. ADJUSTMENTS TO BE PERFORMED BEFORE PLOUGHING

e \WVhile ploughing, the upper link arm should be straight or inclined towards the tractor while the chissel plough is inside the soil. This adjustment can
be done by changing the height options at the chisel head and tractor upper link point.

e The tractor upper link arm should be extended and shortened so that the front and rear of the plough chassis are equally spaced from the ground
during ploughing.

e During ploughing, the upper link arm should be straight or inclined towards the tractor when the chissel plough is in the soil. This adjustment can be
done by changing the height options at the plough coupling head and tractor upper link arm.

e When ploughing, the plough should be equally spaced from both tension arms (or chains) so that it can swing to the left and right.

3.4. DISASSEMBLY OF THE CHISSEL PLOUGH FROM THE TRACTOR

e Take the chissel plough to a suitable location.

e Shift the hydraulic front selector to “POSITION CONTROL”, and the chissel plough is lowered to the ground.
e Remove the upper link arm, adjusted lower link arm and unadjusted lower link arm respectively.

¢ Do not move the tractor without being sure that the chissel plough is completely detached from the tractor.

3.5. CHISSEL PLOUGH MAINTENANCE

e Clean the soil and plant residues on the chissel plough after each ploughing work.

e Before every ploughing work and at the end of every 10 hours of operation, all grease nipples marked with labels on the plough should be greased
sufficiently.

e Check the bolts and nuts after each ploughing work; tighten the loose ones, and replace the missing ones with original spare parts suiting to the
holes.

e |n the seasons when the plough will not work, the plough should be stored in a closed warehouse.

e |f the plough will not be used for a long time, all glossy surface should be protected against rust by coating with protective oil or grease.

e Frequently check the plough parts contacting to soil, replace the worn parts with new original ones.

e All grease nipples on the plough should be greased after each work until the clean oil comes out of the bearings.

e While lowering the plough to the ground, do not release it suddenly; it should be lowered slowly and carefully.

As a measure against the illegibility of the label due to
deformation or its loss, label information on the chissel plough should be written literally in the corresponding fields of the following label picture, and
it should be retained.
